	Text1: Streamline the permitting and development process to make it more transparent, user-friendly, and efficient. This includes investing in better technology, improving communication with applicants, and exploring partnerships with qualified third-party reviewers to help expedite plan checks and approvals. This would reduce delays and encourage more housing projects to move forward quickly.
Offer targeted incentives for developers. The goal is to make Albuquerque a city that fosters housing investment through strong, strategic partnerships with builders.
